This maximumis defined in the nmts
resource of the modemscript. If an mMts resources is not defined then ARA
assunes a default length of 30 characters. ARA al so provides the ability to
break one long string up into substrings, but the specific nobdem script nust be
witten to take advantage of this feature. If the nbdem script you are using
does not dial all the characters you are entering contact the nodem manufacturer
for an updated script.
