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AppleShare Server: One Log on per Workstation

Sone Appl eShare administrators have inquired if there is anyway to
partition a server volune into application and work file sections, so that
users could nount applications nore quickly. In effect, they want users to
log on to nultiple volunes on a single Appl eShare server.

Al t hough this approach could speed up user access tine, the problemis that
when connecting to an AppleShare File Server, the user logs on to the
server itself; not the individual volune. The current inplenentation of
Appl eShare File Services does not allow multiple |ogging on to a server
froma single workstation. Allowing nultiple connections could create
situations that would severely confuse the Finder. To elimnate this as a
possibility, each workstation is allowed only one connection to any server
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
