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Al though it seens reasonable at first glance, you cannot install fonts on
the Print Server for everyone to use.

The Print Server acts nore |ike a "dunb" printer than anything el se. That
is, it looks Iike an Apple printer with Local Tal k functions only. It knows
not hi ng of any special capabilities the printer may have, beyond what the
LaserWiter or ImageWiter drivers tell it. Because of this, the Print
Server doesn't have the ability to store any PostScript fonts.

You can install a hard drive on the LaserWiter IINTX to get the sane
effect. As for the Linotype printer, see your Linotype-Hell representative.
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
