LaserWiter. | get no error nmessages at the workstation, but |I get an
error page with a nmessage about a 'Stack underflow error and the job
doesn't print. If | print the docunent several times (half dozen or so)

the job finally prints.
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"Stack underflow' is a PostScript error. Adobe's description of the error
is: "An attenpt has been made to renove an object fromthe operand stack
when it is enpty. This usually occurs because sone operator did not have
all of its required operands on the stack."

There is no way a user can cause this error. The nore likely problemis a
software inconpatibility. Excel 2.2 and Appl eShare Print Server 2.01 have
no known problens. To see if the problemis actually related to the Print
Server, try a bypass print. |f the sane docunment works consistently when
printing directly, assune there is a conflict with Print Server and
sonet hi ng el se

The problemcould be related to the Systemfile on the server. Reinstal
System 6. 0.5 on the server then use the Network Products Installer disk to
reinstall AppleShare and Print Server. This process ensures that no
resources in the Systemfile get downgraded in the installation process.
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
