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The admi nistrator can ensure network security with the choices in the
File Server Preferences dial og box.
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Net wor k Security Choi ces:

- Set the maxi mum nunber of connections. The maxinumis 120 and the
default is 50. Restart the server to see the new nunber take effect.
Appl eShare all ocates 2K of nenory at startup for each connection

- Set the m nimum nunber of characters in a password. Eight characters
is the maxi num and zero is the default.

- Set the nunber of days until a password expires. Wen the password
expires, users get a pronpt to enter a new word if they have the
privilege to change passwords. For a temporary account, set the
nunber of days until expiration for the duration of the account and
deny the change-password privil ege.

- Set the maxi mum nunber of failed |og-on attenpts. This disables the
account when soneone tries nultiple random passwords to gai n access.
The adm nistrator nust reactivate the account.

- Require a password at startup tine. This disables the "Save ny nane
and password" option in the Chooser dialog that allows a choice of
servers to nount at startup.
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
