How can | successfully copy the file?
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Foll owi ng are the procedures to use the same Users & Groups file for
mul tiple servers:

1) Install and configure an AppleShare 3.0 server with a conplete Users &
Groups |ist.

2) Copy the saved Users and Goups file to a spare floppy disk.

3) Open the Preferences folder, located in the System Fol der of the next
systemto have the server software installed. Drag the Users & G oups
file to the Trash. Note: It won't let you delete the file fromthe
Trash, but that's OK

4) Copy the saved Users & Groups file fromthe floppy disk to the
Preferences fol der.

5) Insert the AppleShare 3.0 server disk and double click the installer
icon to start the installation.



6) After server installation, you nust restart the Macintosh.

7) Start the Admin programto autonmatically read in and use the saved Users
& Goups file. In a short tinme you'll see the conplete Users and G oups
lists appear, and you can then proceed wi th any other specific server
admi ni stration that you need to do.

You can quit the admin programand relaunch it with no problem Once
you're satisfied with the configuration, you can start the server by double
clicking on the server application
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
