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Adj usting the Renpbte User Activity does affect the File Server
dramatically in some cases. A test involving a limted network
produced the foll owi ng results:

The networ k consi sted of:

e Server - Macintosh Plus with 4 Megabytes of RAM running System 7.0 and an
Appl eShare File Server only (no extensions or applications running).

e Client - Macintosh Plus with 4 Megabytes of RAM running System 6.0.8 with
no application or INITs running.

Bot h conputers were networked usi ng PhoneNet cabling. They were the only
conputers on the network. A folder containing 1 Megabyte exactly was used.
The file was copied fromthe server to the client.

Here are the test tinmes:

Renote User Activity set at:

10% = 4 mnutes and 50 seconds
50% = 2 mnutes and 00 seconds
100% = 1 mnute and 22 seconds

As you can see the speed difference varies between 10%to 100%
Note: Times may vary dependi ng upon configuration and CPU used.
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
