As part of the 2.0 to 3.0 upgrade, 3.0 is designed to replace 2.0's explicit
access privileges with inherited privileges for any fol der whose access
privileges are the same as those of the folder's parent. Unfortunately, the code
whi ch deternines whether inherit privileges are appropriate, only checks that
the access privileges check box matrix matches, not that the folder is owned by
the sane user and used by the sane group. The end result is that, after upgrade,
sone folders' access privileges will have inherited privileges and be reassigned
to other Users and G oups.

Admi n's "Conpact Vol une Access Privileges" nmenu itemcalls the sane code that
does the 2.0 to 3.0 upgrade. It will result in the same bug: Incorrect
assignment of inherited privileges for folders whose parent fol der has different
access privil eges.

Here are definitions for explicit and inherit access privil eges:

Explicit - Retain access privileges regardl ess of the enclosing folder
Inherit - Always change to reflect access privileges of enclosing folder

The default on an Appl eShare Server is explicit.
