The network is okay, because there are
machi nes before and after these nmachines on the net. | have rebuilt the
system (6.0.3), re-installed Appl eShare nunerous tinmes, and so on
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Automati c | ogon to an Appl eShare server is done through two pieces of
software: The AppleShare file itself (the RDEV that appears in the Chooser
and is also an INIT) and the AppleShare Prep file, which stores the
aut o-1 ogon information (vol une nane, password, and so on).

If the machines fail to log on (but AppleShare is active) you can nanual ly
nount the vol unmes wi thout rebooting--then the nost likely problemis that
the RDEV can't find the AppleShare Prep file during startup. This could be
due to either corrupt System software or a corrupt directory structure.
Because you've already rebuilt the System it's probably the latter

Run Disk First Aid against the hard drive. This does nminor repairs on the
directory. You may also want to rebuild the Desktop. A definite cure
woul d be to back up and refornat the hard drives, but you will probably be
able to solve your problemwi thout resorting to this.
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
