The Desktop Manager contains an INIT that allows the server to handle
directory information faster and nore efficiently. This file/INT appears
to work properly with nost Macintosh system configurations. The Desktop
Manager causes problens with the Appl eCD SC and has not been officially
tested for conpatibility with other software.
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
