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You need to run the Installer froma System6.0.5 disk and create a new
floppy using the option to install mnimmsystemfiles for the Macintosh
SE/30. After you create that startup disk, drag the Appl eShare Adm n
programonto that floppy. You'll then be able to start up fromthe floppy
and run the Appl eShare Adnmi n program
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
