Step 2
Del ete the Users & Groups data file in the Preferences fol der.

Step 3
Restart the conputer.

Step 4

Open the Sharing Setup control panel, and enter a new Owmer Nane, Oaner
Password, and Maci ntosh Nane repl aci ng any previous data. Be sure to use new or
di fferent nanes.

Step 5
Turn File Sharing on.

NOTE: If the first 5 steps above resol ve your problem do not proceed any
further.

Step 6

Del ete the invisible AppleShare PDS file at the root of any volunes that are
nount ed when sharing. You can delete the PDS file with ReskEdit or a third-party
utility that can viewinvisible files. Using the utility, click and desel ect the
I nvi si bl e checkbox of the file to nake it visible on the desktop, and then drag



the Appl eShare PDS file to the trash fromthe Finder. You need one of these
utilities to delete the file.
