» The AppleShare Print Server previously did not properly handle contiguous
paper feed on InageWiter printers. (Extras <CRs> were issued when
printing continuously with feed paper through an ImageWiter |l. The
begi nni ng of each subsequent page started further down on the page.)

e If many Macintosh clients were using the Print Server a lot, the Print
Server could freeze up

e If many Apple Il clients were spooling to the Print Server, the clients
that tried to talk to the Print Server, after the ninth client, would
report problens conmunicating with the printer. This problemwas in the
Appl eShare Print Server and the Apple Il client software. Appl eShare
Print Server 3.0.1 will continue to work the older Apple Il clients, but
for full robustness and future conpatibility it is recomended that users
upgrade the Apple Il client software to version G5/ OS 6.0. 1.

« If the AppleShare Print Server and the AppleShare File Server were
runni ng on the same Maci ntosh under heavy stress, it was possible for the
Maci ntosh to crash or freeze up. Users will need to upgrade the
Appl eTal k drivers on their server Macintosh's by using the Network
Software Installer version 1.2.3 or greater

* Allows Retrospect to properly back up the Users and Groups file.
Previously caused an error whereby the file was [ eft open and Appl eTal k
Renote Access clients couldn't dial into the network after a backup
There was no effect on AppleShare clients.

* Ups Max Cur Requests fromb5 to 16 (although only 8 can be used) reducing
the chance that a slow network link client (like an AppleTal k Renote
Access client) will get a server tinmeout and hang until it retries.

e Fixes a bug related to B-Tree files that caused file system probl ens
resulting in Open Error messages on randomfiles once the bug occurred.
Products that cause this bug to happen are: AppleSearch, AOCE, and ot her
third party server products.
