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My Users and Groups file in AppleShare contains strange nane entries such as
_SMJO000 t hrough _SMJ0099 and groups entries such as: _SM30000 t hrough _SMJ0025.
What has caused this?
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Check to see if you have the Server Manager from TechWrks (Technol ogy Works)
installed on this machi ne. The Server Minager does create a duplicate users and
group file called SMBasis. This file is created in order to allow the renote
admi ni stration to change users and groups from anot her machi ne. Server Manager
nmakes a private copy of the Users and Groups Data file (SMBasis) when naking
changes, and then swaps the tenporary file with the original Users and G oups
datafil e when the change is conplete
