Clean System Install on a Workgroup Server 60 or 80 (8/96)
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This article describes howto do a clean systeminstall of the Mac OS on an
Appl eShare server and preserve privileges. This procedure will work on Wrkgroup
Server and ot her Maci ntosh conputers.

NOTE: This will not cure problens due to corrupted Users & Groups Data File or
Appl eShare PDS file.

This is the procedure to use if your systemsoftware on a Mac OS Appl eShare
server has beconme damaged, and you want to replace it while preserving
privileges and sharing infornmation.

First, Restart with either a Disk Tools floppy, or the Workgroup Server CD ROM
and run Disk First Aid and allow any fixes. |If Disk First Aid cannot repair the
drive, you should back up your data, format the drive, and then restore the

dat a.

WARNI NG Be sure to back up data BEFORE formatting a drive because all data will
be I ost during the formatting process.

If your problemwas starting the file server software itself, or in any way

i nvolved with privileges, you will want to attenpt to conpact vol une access
privileges with the AppleShare Admin software prior to resorting to the clean
install. This will frequently fix privilege problenms. If the server still wll
not start, follow these steps:

Cl ean Server Install

Step 1

Startup with the Install Me First CD CD-ROM disc that canme with your conputer by
pressing and hol di ng the comuand- opti on-shift-delete keys after restarting until
seeing the Wel come To Maci ntosh screen, or other startup floppy or vol une.

Step 2
Open exi sting System Fol der.



Step 3
Drag the System suitecase to the Preferences fol der.

Step 4
Make a new folder at the root level of the internal hard disk titled "Ad System
Contents".

Step 5
Drag the remmining contents of the System Folder to A d System
Contents fol der EXCEPT for the Preferences Fol der.

Step 6
Make a new Preferences Folder inside the Od System Contents fol der.

Step 7

Open the ORI G NAL Preferences Fol der and drag the contents EXCEPT for
the Users & Groups Data File to the new Preferences folder inside the
A d System Contents fol der.

What you should have at this point is the original System Fol der,
enpty EXCEPT for the original Preferences folder, which in turnis
enpty except for the Users & Goups Data File. Make a backup COPY of
the Users & Groups Data File.

Step 8
Install systemsoftware fromthe Install Me First CD you started from

Step 9
Restart and install AppleShare Software.

Step 10
Restart again and start the Server. (You nay be pronpted for server
nane and adm n key.)

NOTE: This nethodol ogy will preserve the original System Folder's hierarchy in
the A d System Contents folder. At this point you can transfer any itens from

your A d System Contents folder to your new one if necessary. Those itens which
were either installed during the install process, or are unnecessary may be

pl aced in the Trash.
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
