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I ntroduction

This Quick Start article will help you set up your AppleShare server. While this
article will get you started quickly with your AppleShare server, the
docunent ati on supplied with your software -- both printed and el ectronic --
contains inportant additional information. The instructions in this section
assune you have al ready perforned these tasks:

* You have set up the server conmputer and connected the server conmputer to the
net wor k.

* You have activated AppleTal k in the Chooser wi ndow and sel ected the
appropriate network type in the Network control panel

* Appl eShare 4.0.x (Apple Wrkgroup Server 60, 80, 6150, or 8150), or Appl eShare
Pro (Apple Wrkgroup Server 95) is installed on your Apple Wrkgroup Server.

If you have not yet perforned these tasks, see the docunentation that came with
ei ther your server conputer, or the manual that canme with your network cabling
system

NOTE: Make sure you have all of the conponents assenbl ed before starting.

Setting Up File Service

Step 1
Choose t he Appl eShare Admin program alias fromthe Apple menu.

Step 2

Appl e Wor kgroup Server 60, 80, 6150, or 8150: Enter a contact nane and tel ephone
nunber, and the nane of your organi zation, then enter your serial nunber and
click oK



Step 3
Narme the file server.

Step 4
Enter an Adnmin Key and then click OK

| MPORTANT: Renenber your Admin Key! This is the last tine you'll see the Admin
Key on the screen. Record it sonewhere. Replacing a forgotten Admin Key is
difficult and time consum ng. See the "Troubl eshooting"” chapter in your setup
manual for instructions on replacing the Adm n Key.

Step 5
Confirmthe Adm n Key and then click OK

Step 6
Enter your adninistrator nanme and password and then click OK

After a few noments, you see three windows -- the User List, Goup List, and
User Infornmation wi ndows. For now, you will work only with the User Information
wi ndow. Each user account you create will have its own User Information w ndow.
This one is for you as the adm ni strator.

Step 7
Enter an adm nistrator nane in the Nane box.

Step 8
Enter a password.

| MPORTANT: Don't use a password that is the same as the Adnmin Key. Keeping the
two distinct provides an added | evel of server security.

Step 9
Verify your AppleShare options. These options are explained in the section
"Regi stering Users" in Chapter 2 of the AppleShare adm nistrator's guide.

Step 10
Cick Save.

Step 11
Cl ose the User infornmation w ndow.

Al'l owi ng or Denying Guest Access

If you all ow guest access, anyone connected to the network can log on to the
file server. If you deny guest access, only registered users can |log on. The
programis preset to deny guest access.

| MPORTANT: |If you are not sure whether to allow guest access, do nothing for
now. You can always change the setting |l ater.

Step 1



Open the User List window, if it isn't already open.

Step 2
Doubl e-click the <Any User> entry in the User List w ndow.

Step 3
Cick the Login Enabl ed checkbox to place an X in it.

Step 4
Cick Save.

Step 5
Cl ose the User |nformation w ndow.

Regi stering Users

Regi stering users nmeans assigning each user a personal file server account. Each
user you register is listed in the Users and Groups Data File kept in the
server's Preferences folder.

Step 1
Choose Create User fromthe Users menu.

Step 2
Enter the user's nane.

Step 3
Enter a password.

Step 4
Sel ect this user's Appl eShare options.

Here's a brief summary of how these options function:

Login Enabled lets the user log on to the file server. You nust select this
option to let the user gain access to the file server.

Change Password Enabled lets the user change his or her own password.

Al'l Privileges Enabl ed gives the user access to all volunmes and fol ders on the
server conputer, regardl ess of whether you' ve shared them

Requi re New Password on Next Login makes the user change the password the first
time they log on to the file server.

Program Li nki ng Enabl ed allows a user to create a |link between a programon the
server and a programon the user's conputer. |If other networking services are
installed on the server conputer, the list of options may be |onger.

Step 5
Click Save to confirmthe entries.



Step 6
Cl ose the User I|nformation w ndow.

Step 7
Repeat steps 1 through 6 for each user you want to register.

Setting Up and Addi ng Menmbers to Groups

Creating groups allows you to consolidate access privileges for vol unes and
folders available on the file server. For nmore information, see Chapter 2,
"Setting Up File Service," in the AppleShare administrator's guide.

Step 1
Choose Create Group fromthe G oups nenu.

Step 2
Enter a nane for the group.

Step 3
dick Save.

Step 4
Choose User List fromthe Users menu, then select the users you want to assign
to this group.

Step 5
Drag the icons representing the users you selected to the Menbers box in the
group w ndow.

Step 6
Cl ose the group w ndow.

Sharing Vol unes and Fol ders and Setting Access Privil eges

Now t hat you've registered users and created groups, you need to share vol unes
on the file server. This neans you will indicate which hard disks and fol ders
you want to nmake available to users on the file server. |If you need nore than
the following information, refer to the docunentation for a conplete description
of sharing volunes and setting access privil eges.

Step 1
Choose Access Information fromthe Privil eges nenu.

Step 2
Select a volune -- or a folder fromwithin a volune -- fromthe Volunes |ist.

| MPORTANT: When you share an entire hard disk, all of the folders contai ned on
it are available to users. Al so, AppleShare Pro does not allow you to share the
"/" volunme. You nust share specific folders within the / volune to share the
contents of the / volune. Also, if you choose a nount point for a shared di sk
within a volune or folder, you cannot share the enclosing volume or folder.



Di sks that are nounted within a folder nust be shared through explicit
privileges. See the "Appl eShare Pro Adm nistrator's QGuide" for additional
i nformation.

Step 3
Click Share to share the selected volune or folder.

NOTE: The Share button changes to an Unshare button each tinme you share a
sel ected vol une or fol der.

Step 4
For folders, click the Same as Encl osing Fol der option to renove the X

Step 5
I f necessary, assign an owner to the volunme or folder. You can change ownership
if you want, using the follow ng procedure:

Step 5-a
Sel ect the volume or folder in the Shared |tens box.

Step 5-b
Sel ect the user or group you're assigning ownership to.

Step 5-c
Select the icon of that user or group and drag it to the Omer box in the Access
I nformati on wi ndow.

Step 6
Assign a user or group to the volune or folder.

You need to indicate which user or group will have access privileges for each
shared item

Step 6-a
Choose User List fromthe Users menu or Group List fromthe G oups nenu.

Step 6-b
Sel ect the user or group you're assigning privileges to. You can choose one user
or one group.

Step 6-cC
Sel ect the icon of that user or group and drag it to the User/ G oup box in the
Access | nformation wi ndow.

Step 7
Sel ect the access privileges for the volunme or folder.

Step 8
Sel ect the access privileges for guests by clicking the appropriate boxes for
Everyone.

Step 9
If you want to apply the sanme access privileges to all the folders within the



vol ume or folder you' ve shared, click the Change Al Encl osed Fol ders checkbox
to place an Xinit.

Step 10
Cick Save.

Step 11
Cick the button representing the choice you want and click OK

Step 12
Repeat steps 2 through 11 for each itemyou want to share.

Step 13
Cl ose the Access Infornmation w ndow.

Step 14
Quit the AppleShare Adm n program

Starting the AppleShare File Server Program

Choose the Appl eShare File Server programalias fromthe Apple nmenu.

Setting Up Print Services

This section explains how to capture a printer for spooling docunents over the
network, set printer options, and begin using print service.

Step 1
Choose the AppleShare Print Server alias fromthe Apple nmenu.

Step 2
Select the icon for the type of printer you want to capture in the Printer Types
box.

Step 3
I f necessary, select the zone the printer is in.

Step 4
Select the printer you wish to capture fromthe Available list.

Step 5
dick Capture.

Step 6
Sel ect the options you want for this printer.

Step 7
Cick OK The program captures the printer you selected. In a nonent, two
wi ndows appear -- the Queue and Log wi ndows for the captured printer.

Step 8



Cl ose the Queue and Log wi ndows. You won't need to use these windows until after
users begin using the print server.

Step 9
Choose Setup fromthe File nmenu. The Setup w ndow appears agai n.

Step 10
Repeat steps 2 through 8 for each additional printer you want to capture.

Step 11
Verify that all users have the same printer drivers installed on their
conput ers.

NOTE: You will not experience significant Print Server performance differences
bet ween Appl eShare 3.0.x, Appl eShare 4.0.x, and Appl eShare Pro because the
bottleneck in print server performance is the printer, not the server.
