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1) Question: How does AppleShare 4.2.1 displace files fromcache. Wen cache is
full, does one users file get renpved when anot her user opens a file?

Answer: The Appl eShare 4.2.1 cache has been conpletely redesigned. Fromthe
admi ni strator perspective nmenory is now managed as a single block of nenory.
There are no longer barriers between one user's portion of cache and any ot her
users.

VWile the adm nistrator views menory as a single block of nenory, that may grow,
Appl eShare manages it in snaller pieces. It tries to keep as much data in cache
as possible. Three things need to happen before a file (or a portion of a file)
is displaced fromthe Appl eShare cache:

e Aread request nust conme for data not already in cache.
* AppleShare will attenpt to expand the size of its cache.

» The cache expansi on request does not succeed because either physical nmenory is
exhausted, or because of the way the admi nistrator has configured cache.

The cache schene being used is called | east recently used (LRU) which is fairly
conmon. Appl eShare exam nes its blocks of data, and data with the | ongest unused
access time will be cleared out to nake roomfor the new data coming fromthe

di sk.

2) Question: If numerous users open the sane file, does that file get cached



j ust once?

Answer: Yes, just once. That is the key to Appl eShare's new perfornmance. It now
makes much better use of nenory.

From the end user perspective security is still enforced, but assuming two
user's both have access to the sane file and are reading it at about the sane
time, it will only be read into nenory once. If the file remains in nenory and
sone tine |ater another user requests the sanme file, no additional data will be
read fromdisk (since it is already in the cache), this user will get the data
nmore qui ckly than the first requestor

Now a heavily used file may end up staying in the cache indefinitely on a server
with plenty of nmenory.

3) Question: Any difference in icon and fol der caching?

Answer: There are no significant difference that we are aware of. The data

el ements are snmaller than for regular stored data. This neans you can keep nore
of themin a bl ock.
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
