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This article describes half-routing and configuring a half-routing port.
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Hal f-routing is sinmlar to tunneling in that it involves sending Appl eTal k
protocol s across a non-Appl eTal k network. \What distinguishes hal f-routing
fromtunneling is that half-routing uses nodens to establish asynchronous
connections between two routers.

Appl e Internet Router hal f-routing uses AppleTal k Renpte Access-conpatible
nodem scripts and, like ARA, it uses V.42bis data conpressi on and M\P
packetization and error correction. It supports the use of nodens at 9600
bps or faster through the Printer or Modem port.
