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I ntroduction

The Apple Internet Router is designed to be a cost-effective, scalable

wor kgroup router. Because it doesn't require a dedicated nachine, it wll
run concurrently with other applications or services, such as file servers
and mail servers.

Appl e has two major reasons for creating the Apple Internet Router
* To add scalability and flexibility to AppleTal k networKks.

e To provide a platformfor validating Apple's and third parties
i npl enent ati ons of the Appl eTal k Updat e-Based Routi ng Protocol (AURP).

Product Overvi ew

Appl e Internet Router is an AppleTal k Phase 2 router, so it can coexi st on
Appl eTal k networks with current Phase 2 routers, including AppleTalk
Internet Router 2.0. The only protocol additions or changes are those
protocol s used for private comruni cati ons between cooperati ng AURP routers.

Appl e Internet Router inproves on version 2.0 in several areas. The nost
significant of these are:

e It's a System 7 conpatible application (rather than a desk accessory |ike
version 2.0). The adnministrator can start up, shut down, or reconfigure
the router without having to restart the Macintosh.

e It supports wide area network connectivity in the forns of tunneling
across non-Appl eTal k network systens and hal f-routi ng between nodens.



e It supports internets of up to 65,279 networks (the architectural maxi num
of Appl eTal k).

* It supports SNMP network managenent.

Packagi ng

Appl e Internet Router consists of three separate products, allow ng
each customer to pick only those that are appropriate for a particular
installation. These products are:

» The Basic Connectivity package, which contains the router application
the hal f-routing extension, the SNVP Router Agent, and all functionality
necessary to support other extensions.

e The AURP-TCP/ 1P WAN ext ensi on, which enables TCP/IP tunneling. This
package includes MacTCP and the | PTunnel ADEV. The Basic Connectivity
package nmust al so be install ed.

e The AURP- X. 25 WAN extensi on, which enables X 25 tunneling. The Basic
Connectivity package nust al so be installed.

There also will be a toolkit for devel opers, which will contain the AURP
speci fication, APl specifications for the router, and various test tools
i ncl udi ng an AURP si nul at or
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
