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Q Does the Macintosh running the Apple Internet Router software have to be
dedicated to routing only?

A: No. The Apple Internet Router operates in the background and allows the
Maci nt osh to be used for other foreground applications. Though the
router can be run in the background of a user's workstation, it creates
the potential to disrupt the integrity of the internet if the user
crashes an application or turns off the Macintosh. A nobre secure
i nternet can be created by running the router in the background of other
Appl e server products such as the Appl eShare Server and Appl e SNAsps
Gat eway software. The Apple Internet Router should be run by itself for
opti mum performance on large internets.

Up to 32 physical ports are avail able on the Apple Internet Router
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Does the Apple Internet Router support renote adm nistration?

i ndustry-standard Si npl e Network Managenent Protocol (SNWP). By using

Internet Router Sol utions CGuide, users can renptely adm nister the Apple
I nternet Router.

Q How nany virtual circuits can the Appl eTal k/ X25 W de Area Extension
support?

A: The X25 can support eight virtual circuits per Apple Serial NB Card for
total of up to 32 virtual circuits.

A Yes.
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Q Does the SNWP router agent in the Apple Internet Router support SNWP
sets?

A: Currently the SNVP agent only supports CGETS, which allows any SNWP-based
managenment console to manage the router. However, the IETF is in the
process of defining SNWMP sets and Apple will support these
specifications when they are finalized.
