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Testing indicates that the LaserWiter Bridge 1.0 functions as a full Local Tal k
bri dge, however bridging occurs for only the first device the bridge recognizes.
Use of the LaserWiter Bridge 1.0 for anything other than a Local Tal k network
with one LaserWiter Select 360 is not supported.

Testing indicates that McroPrint hardware functions as a full Local Tal k bridge
as well. Again, Apple supports the McroPrint for use with only the LaserWiter
Sel ect 360, although Sonic's docunentation indicates that it works with al
printers.
