The router will enter only 256 zones into its Zone Information Table. |If
the router has defined 10 zones on its own, it accepts the first 246 zones
in the ZIP Reply packets it receives fromthe router on the Internet that
responds to its ZIP Query packet. It discards the renmining 10 zones.
Nodes that use this AppleTalk Internet Router to access the rest of the
Internet won't be able to do NBP | ookups for devices in the 10 m ssing
zones.
