When switching fromEtherTalk 2.0 to EtherTalk 1.0 or 1.2, AppleTalk driver v53
nmust be renoved fromthe System Fol der and repl aced with Appl eTal k driver
version 52, which works with EtherTalk 1.0 and 1.2.

The renoval must be done manual |y, by draggi ng the AppleTal k driver icon from
the folder. Installing the new version can be done either with a Fi nder copy,
or through the EtherTalk 1.0 Installer.
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
