
EtherTalk Can Handle 254 Nodes

With EtherTalk, there is no distinction between servers and workstations,
which means you have access to 254 node IDs (0 and 255 are still reserved).
So you can have 254 users on a single EtherTalk network, instead of the 127
available with LocalTalk.  This is because EtherTalk uses ELAP, not ALAP
(a different Link Access Layer).
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
