Basi cal | y, RGb8U cabl e nust always | oop through the wall plate (via a BNC
connector). If no conputer is present, pass the cable out through one hole in
the plate and then back in through the other hole (the pass-through | oop

st rategy).

If a conmputer is present, run the cable out to a T-connector nounted directly
on the back of the conputer and connect it to the T-connector. (Inportant:
Xerox says that the T-connector MJST be within 1/2 inch of the card.) Run the
continuing cable fromthe other side of the T-connector back through the second
hole in the wall plate.
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
