After installing NSI 1.5, the only 'enet' resources that should renmain in the
systemfile are the 'enet’' 8 (old 3Com card), and any third-party Ethernet
drivers. A newenet 8 is provided in the "Apple Ethernet NB" file, but it wll
only be used if the card is in fact an Apple card. The systemfile enet 8 is
used for any other cards usurping our board ID 8. Going forward, this neans we
wi Il never update a third-party enet 8 driver, but installing NSI 1.5 will not
produce a non-worki ng system

The 'eadr' remains in the systemfile. Products that rely on this will have to
be changed with QpenTransport and, new native drivers.

We hope that these changes do not cause any problens for PATHWORKS or DECnet. |If
they use the standard calls for opening slot drivers, everything should be
fine.
