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My Power Book is generally hooked to the AppleTalk network in nmy office, However,
after I took my PowerBook on a trip | tried to reconnect to the network,
couldn't use the network services. \Wat happened?
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Appl eTal k enpl oys sonet hing cal |l ed node-addressi ng. Each Appl eTal k device will
choose a network node number on start-up when first connected to the network
When the conputer is turned off, then on again, it automatically chooses the
sane node nunber.

When you took the PowerBook off the network, you made the node nunber it had
been using available to other devices on the network. Chances are, another

devi ce chose that nunber while you were away.

Normally, if a device returns to the network to find its node nunber taken, it
chooses a new one. However, a PowerBook connected to a network while it is in
Sleep nmode will try to use its old node nunber, even if it has been reassigned.
To resol ve your problem you may do one of two things:

» Connect the sleeping PowerBook to the network and restart; or

« Wake t he Power Book, open the Chooser in the Apple nenu and turn off
Appl eTal k, connect to the network, and turn AppleTal k back on
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
