Configuration for SNA*ps 1.1 and Andrew Token Access software will be easy.

How do | configure the Maci ntosh workstation (AppleTal k) software to access
only the other TR card? Do | need the Internet router to acconplish this?
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You can cone close to the configuration that you describe, but there wll
be one twist, as you will see later. You can certainly linmt the AppleTalk
traffic to one of the rings. Using the network control panel on the
conput er connected to both rings, you choose the AppleTal k access to be the
TokenTal k i con corresponding to the ring that has the Appl eShare server on
it. The Network control panel will have a TokenTal k i con representing each
card installed in the computer, so it's just a matter of choosing the
correct icon.

You don't want to have an Internet Router on this conputer because that
woul d inmply that you would be routing AppleTal k to other physical networks
(that is, the other Token Ri ng network).

Now, on the SNAsps and Andrew side of things, you will have a SNAsps
gateway configured on this sanme conputer. The gateway will be configured
for APPC comruni cations with the AS400 (necessary for the Andrew
software). One note of caution at this point -- any Mcintosh on the
AppleTalk ring will be able to use this gateway if it has the



appropriate SNAsps client software. You won't be restricting this to just
the gateway conputer. There's still no AppleTalk on the other ring, but
that's just a slightly different | ook at things. O course, if you don't
want ot her conputers to have access to the gateway, don't give

themthe client software.
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
