The Conpaq 286 running in 25-MHz node. This can be changed to run at
8 MHz to work with the Local Tal k PC Card.

The 1BM PC 3270 is not an IBMPC and is not conpatible with the Local Tal k
PC Card. It is essentially a 3270 workstati on whose expanded
capabilities include PC operations. This systemuses all of the DVA
lines and is not conpatible with the Local Tal k PC Card.

Any systemthat has a bus speed higher the 8 MHz. (Mst do not provide
provide a speed-node to switch to a sl ower speed, conpatible with the
standard PC bus timng of 8 MHz.)

Any systemthat uses all of the DMA lines.

Al'l pre-2.0 versions of ATALK. EXE do not support noninterrupt operation.
