An article in the Tech Info Library
states that, nost likely, there is an IRQ conflict, or that the systemneeds to
be told that the I RQ has been changed. | double checked for 1RQ conflicts (
even renoved all of the adapters in the machine that may have caused the
conflict), and | have the proper comrand in my autoexec, as described in the
nmanual

Do you know of anything else to try, or do you know of sone inconpatibility
wi th Zenith machi nes?
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Al t hough you have renoved all of the add-in cards in the Zenith nachines,
there is still a possibility of an IRQ or DVA conflict.

Most Zenith PCs cone with built-in serial and parallel ports. On sone nodels,
the serial ports use the sane interrupt as the default interrupt for the

Local Tal k PC Card. You should check the Zenith docunentation for information
on the interrupt lines used by the built-in ports.

Since you are using the original software that cane with the card,

we assume you are using LWEXE. W recommend that you obtain the current
rel ease of Appl eShare PC.
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
