W believe that the file you are tal king about is the ATALK EXE file. This
programis installed when you run the Appl eShare PC Installer program and when
run, loads the Local Talk PC Card driver into menory. W suggest that the best
way to get all of the files installed in the right order and place is to run
the Installer program It places a line in the AUTOEXEC BAT file that | oads
the Local Talk PC Card driver at startup. Conplete instructions on how to
install all of the AppleShare PC programare in the "Appl eShare PC User's

Gui de" on pages 7 through 14.

If you want to nodify the AUTOEXEC. BAT file to | oad the ATALK. EXE file, it is
i mportant to get the order in which you execute the Appl eShare PC installation
files correct. The order of the six basic files is:

1) ATALK

2) ASHARE

3) M NSES

4) REDIR

5) ANET AUTO
6) DA/R

Instructions for this are on pages 184 and 185 of the "Appl eShare PC User's
Gui de. "

You al so might have to change the "Lastdrive" conmand in CONFI G SYS. This
conmand specifies the maxi mum nunber of drives that DOS recognizes. The
default hightest drive is E. To specify a greater nunmber of drives, give the
hi ghest drive a letter you are likely to use. For exanple, "LASTDRI VE = F"

gi ves you six possible drives. This is the only change that you nmay need to
nake to the CONFIG SYS file.
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
