VWhat you describe is known as |P tunneling, where a gateway/router connected to
both an Appl eTal k network and an I P network waps a DDP packet inside a UDP
packet. It then transmts that packet across the IP network to another

gateway/ router that is capable of de-encapsul ating the packet.

The I P Extension to the Apple Internet Rounter (AIR) does just that. Wen
tal king to another AIR running the |IP Extension, you can tunnel AppleTal k
t hrough an I P network, including the Internet.
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
