After addi ng Power Books to our network, we noticed a large increase in
traffic. It seens that every few seconds an AEP "volley" is started from
t he Power Books, and the only way to disable the AEP packets is to renove
t he Aut oRenounter control panel fromthe system folder and restart.

If you have Aut oRemobunter 1.0 installed in the Control Panels folder on a
Power Book AND t he Power Book is plugged into an AC adapter, AutoRenounter
will send 1-byte echo packets every 8 to 18 seconds to the broadcast
address. This occurs whether you're successful or not in remounting a
server volume. The problem occurs on both routed and non-routed networKks.

Al so a PowerBook Duo with AC adapter, or inserted into the Duo Dock
networked with Token Ring, Ethernet, or Local Talk with AutoRenounter 1.0
will send the sane echo packets.

The amount of network traffic this problem generates depends on the numnber
of Maci ntosh conputers and the topol ogy of the network. The biggest inpact
fromtraffic occurs in environnents with |arge bridged networks and many
Maci nt osh conputers. The least inpact is on Local Tal k networks or networks
that are routed versus bridged.
