- IF you are using a V.32 Hayes-conpati bl e nopdem on PC, a Shiva Net Modem V. 32
As of Cctober, 1990, DCS Dial-In supports TOPS file-sharing only. AppleShare
wi || be added very shortly. You can currently access E-mail with DOS Dial-In
as well. You should use QuickMail, Mcrosoft Miil, or InBox. You need to use

the TOPS drivers on the renote PC to use these mail packages with DOS Dial-1n.

Sol ana al so has a product, "PC Net Access," through which Ms-DOS
conputers can dial-in to an Appl eTal k network via their R Servers.
