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The SMB File Transfer Utility allows a Macintosh Il to transfer files

bet ween an SMB server (nanmed for the SMB (Server Message Bl ocks) protocol)
and a Macintosh Il over a Token Ring network. Apple File Exchange (AFE)
translators (MsS-DOS to/from Maci ntosh), and the Apple TokenTal k NB card are
used to do this.

Before installing the SMB File Transfer Wility, you nust install the
TokenTal k NB card and its associated software. Refer to the TokenTal k NB
User's Guide for information on installation

The Installer is used to set up the SMB File Transfer Uility. System
resource version 6.0.3 is required and is included. Follow nornma
procedures to install the software. AFE is also needed to run the SMB File
Transfer Utility. |If AFE is not already present, install it, along with
any translators that you may want, all in the sane fol der (the proper
version of AFE is al so included).

The SMB File Transfer Utility runs under AFE, supplying a desk accessory,
call ed SMB Servers, to connect to an SMB server. To use the SMB File
Transfer Utility, open AFE. This makes the SMB Servers DA avail able. The
next step is to open the DA, which supplies a dialog box. This dialog box
features four buttons:

Connect --connects to an SMB vol unme that has al ready been added.

Add- - adds an SMB vol une nane to the volunme list.

- Renove--renoves an SMB vol une name fromthe volune list.

- Di sconnect--disconnects froman SMB volune that is al ready connected.
The di al og box al so contains three w ndows:

- Workstation Nane displays the name of your workstation.

- Select an SMB Vol une displays a listing of the SMB vol unes you have al r eady
added.

- Connected SMB Vol unes displays a listing of the volunes al ready connect ed.



You nmust first choose a Wirkstation Name, which identifies your Macintosh Il to
the network adnministrator. The Wrkstation Nanme does not have to be set up on
the server side. It is an optional security feature. Using the Add and Renove
buttons, you can maintain a list of volunmes available on the network. Unlike
Appl eShare, the SMB File Transfer Utility requires you to know t he nanmes of any
servers that are going to be accessed. To access a volune, you mnust first

nount it using the Connect button (Disconnect will sever a volume connection

as will leaving AFE). Once a volune is connected, you can use AFE to transfer
files between a | ocal volunme and the connected server, or between two different
connected server volunmes. Up to six volunes on any conbi nati on of servers can
be open at one tine.

The SMB File Transfer Utility and the foll owi ng docunentation are bundled with
t he TokenTal k NB card.
