“"The router will consist of a TokenTalk NB Card and an EtherTal k Card
running to the PS/2 Mbdel 80 runni ng whatever Ethernet card they choose
that will work with EtherTalk (that is, 3COM and so on)."

Al'l Netware operating systens provide an internal router that lets a Netware
server connect to four different networks. No additional software is
required. Note that the routing service can also be noved out of the server
and into a non-dedicated workstation.

Maci nt osh, DCS, and OS/ 2 workstations can share data and resources. Macintosh
users should see informati on stored on the network server as icons. O her



wor kst ations on the network (PCs running DOS, OS/2, or Wndows 386) should see
the folders and file icons fromthe Macintosh listed as directories and
subdirectories in their workstation formats. DGCS, OS/ 2, and Maci ntosh users
can share Apple LaserWiters and other Apple printers. Using an E-mail package
t hat supports Netware Message Handling Service (WVHS), the back-end
store-and-forward nessagi ng server, you should be able to send E-nmail nessages
and text, data, binary files between different LANs, and w de area networks.
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
