There is a problemin Oacle 6.0 which will not allow you to re-open an
Oracl e database in one DAL session. |In other words, you cannot open,
cl ose, and then open the database again.

For exanple, the follow ng sequence |leads to an error from Oracle 6.0:

The problemw || al so occur after an unsuccessful attenpt to open a
dat abase. For example, if you try to open a database with an invalid
userid or password, subsequent attenpts to open the database will fail.

The work-around to this problemis to end the current DAL session and begin
a new one. The bug only occurs in Oracle 6.0 prior to rel ease 6.0.34, not
in version 5. 1.
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
