This problemw |l show up with the follow ng synptons: after reboot, a
client can connect to the server and do reads of the database but attenpts
to wite will fail, and attenpts to delete records will hang indefinitely.

The only workaround at this tine is to manually log onto the A/ UX server
| ocate the processes of the original connection and term nate them This
problemw || be resolved permanently in a future rel ease.
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
