"hosts.dal' (DOS/Wndows clients).

It is still possible to access the field desired by using a conbi nation of
forward tab (FTAB) or backward tab (BTAB) characters. Experinentation
shoul d be done with a 'live' 3270 or 5250 session to deternine the exact
nunber of tabs required.
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
