OpenTransportlLib

The files with names that contain the word "Appl eTal k" have code resources
specific to AppleTalk. The files with nanes that contain the word "Internet”
have code resources specific to TCP/IP. The files with nanes that do not contain
the words "AppleTal k" or "Internet" contain code resources for Qpen Transport in
general. If you do not want to run AppleTalk on a system all you have to do is
renove all the files with the word "AppleTalk" in the file name. If you do not
want to run TCP/IP on a system all you have to do is renove all the files with
the word "Internet” in the file nane.

OpenTransportlLi b and Open Transport Library are shared libraries that inplenent
core Qpen Transport services on PowerPC systens. The first library contains the
nodul es and APls for Power PC native applications; the second for 680x0
applications running in enulation on Power PC systens.

OpenTpt Appl eTal kLi b and Open Tpt Appl eTal k Library are shared libraries that

i mpl enent Open Transport Appl eTal k protocols and servi ces on Power PC systens.
The first library contains the nodul es and APIs for PowerPC native applications;
the second for 680x0 applications running in emulation on Power PC syst ens.

OpenTptInternetLib and Open Tpt Internet Library are shared libraries that

i mpl enent Open Transport TCP/IP protocols and services on Power PC Mac OS
systenms. The first library contains the nodul es and APls for PowerPC native
applications; the second for 680x0 applications running in emulati on on Power PC
syst ens.

Open Transport 68K Library is a shared library that inplenments core Open
Transport on 680x0 systens.

Open Tpt ATal k 68K Library is a shared library that inplenents Qoen Transport
Appl eTal k protocol s and services on 680x0 Mac OS systens.

Open Tpt Inet 68K Library is a shared library that inplenents Open Transport
TCP/ 1 P protocol s and services on 680x0 Mac OS systens.

The "Ethernet (built-in)" and "Serial (built-in)" are files that contain code to
nmake it possible to access the respective ports with Qoen Transport. |If you do
not want to use the built-in Ethernet port with Open Transport, you could renpve
the "Ethernet (built-in)" file. The same is true if you do not want to use the
built-in serial ports with Open Transport; you would renove the "Seri al
(built-in)" file.

Appl eTal k is the control panel application replacing the classic Network control
panel .

TCP/ 1P is the control panel application replacing the classic MacTCP and
Adm nTCP control panels.

The "Appl eTal k Preferences" and "TCP/I P Preferences" contain the preferences for
t he Appl eTal k and TCP/ 1P control panels.

Shared Li brary Manager and Shared Li brary Manager PPC are extensions that



i mpl enent the Apple Shared Library Manager for 680x0 and Power PC, respectively.
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
