DISCUSSION ------------------------------------------------------

No. Open Transport uses TCP/IP for Internet communication and does not use the
IPX protocol Internet connections, the IPX protocol is used with Novell Netware
servers. As of September 1995, there is no Open Transport IPX driver from Apple
Computer.
