incorrectly (this usually applies in manual | P configurations).

You have to ask your network administrator for a list of valid Internet
Gat eway or Router |P addresses.

e The MacTCP or TCP/IP files are corrupt.



If you are using MacTCP, throw the MacTCP control panel, MacTCP DNR, and

MacTCP Prep files into the trash.

- Reinstall MacTCP with a custominstallation fromthe Mac GS 7.5
installer, or drag-copy from previ ous systemversions. You will have
to enter all necessary information in the control panel.

If you are using Qpen Transport and TCP/IP, throw the TCP/IP control

panel and TCP/IP Preference files into the trash.

- Reinstall the TCP/IP control panel with a custominstallation fromthe
Mac OS 7.5.2 or higher installer. Once at the CustomlInstall choices,
ext end Networ ki ng, extend Qpen Transport, and choose TCP/IP. You will
have to enter all necessary information in the control panel.
