About the Appl eTal k Options Feature

This feature allows a user to suppress unwanted router-related alerts.

Why Suppress Router-Related Alerts?

Sone Ethernet-1SDN bridges used for renpte LAN-to-LAN connectivity drop the
connection when there is no active data transfer, and dial on demand when there
is information to be transferred. If a user's local network does not include an
Appl eTal k router, a nessage appears each tine the connection is dropped. Use the
Appl eTal k Options control panel to prevent the alerts from being displ ayed.

Di sabling the Router-Related Alerts Feature

To install and use the AppleTalk Options control panel, follow these steps:
1. Drop the AppleTal k Options control panel onto a closed System Fol der.

2. Open the Control Panels folder fromthe Apple nenu.

3. Open the AppleTal k Options control panel.



4. To elinmnate unwanted alerts, click the "Suppress router-rel ated
al erts" checkbox to put a check init.

5. Cose the AppleTal k Opti ons control panel
6. Either turn AppleTalk off and on, or reboot your systemin order for

your setting to take effect.

Re- Enabl ing the Router-Related Alerts Feature

To revert to the normal Open Transport nmode, uncheck the "Suppress
router-related alerts" check box in the control panel and reboot your system
