Versi ons of MacPPP prior to 2.1.2SD were not conpatible with Open Transport.

Installing MacPPP

Rermove all copies of PPP fromthe Extensions folder inside the System Fol der of
your startup disk. Also renove all copies of ConfigPPP fromthe Control Panels
fol der inside the System Fol der of your startup disk.

Installing MacPPP

To install MacPPP, follow these steps:

1. Drag the PPP icon to the icon of your System Folder (not to the open
System Fol der wi ndow). A dial og box appears asking if you want to nove
PPP to the Extensions folder.

2. Odick K PPP is placed in the Extensions fol der inside your System
Fol der.

3. Drag the ConfigPPP icon to the icon of your System Folder (not to the
open System Fol der wi ndow). A dial og box appears asking if you want to
nove ConfigPPP to the Control Panels folder.

4. dick OK ConfigPPP is placed in the Control Panels folder inside your
Syst em Fol der.

5. Choose Restart fromthe Special nenu. When your conputer starts up
again, PPP is installed.

Setting Up MacPPP

If you previously used a version of MacPPP, your PPP preferences are still in
effect with MacPPP 2.5. To set up or change your PPP preferences:

 Copy a previous version of the PPP Preferences file to the Preferences
folder in the System Fol der of your startup disk.

* Open ConfigPPP and choose the settings you want to use.

If you have the Apple Internet Connection Kit, you can use the Apple Internet
Dialer to set up MacPPP.
