"newfs" has nothing to do with the nunber of disk partitions in a drive, it
creates a filesystemaccording to the information provided in the dpm (di sk
partition nap). Also the "nount" command has nothing to do with the nunber of
di sk partitions in a drive, the nunber of nountable filesystens, however, is

defined by the kernel NMOUNT paraneter, which is
default value of NMOUNT is 32 in A/UX 3.1.

The "U'" command cl eans
up ALL existing partition maps including Apple Driver and Apple HFS partitions.
The "i" command pronpts you for the "Nunber of dpne's", which at this point you
can enter the desired nunber, for exanple 32 instead of the default which is 15.
Also 32 slices (logical units for the file systens) are the total allowed on a
drive. Then, use the "a" (adds a partition) command to created a partition for
an UNl X file system

Care should be taken while issuing the "U' and the "a" conmands. The "U' conmand
wi pes out all existing partition maps, and the "a" conmmand ONLY creates
partitions for UNIX filesystens (type of "Apple UN X SVR2").
