The server may crash because it has ran out of disk space on the root partition
A/ UX needs less than 250K to startup. Once started, if you do anything that
creates files, you will lock up if you run out of space.

Fol | ow these steps to fix this problem after crashing:

Step 1

Restart the server and sign on as root user, when the "cancel" button
appears after the A/UX launch, click it which will take you to the
startup shell. You should then see the "startup#" pronpt.

Step 2
Performa nmanual file systemcheck (fsck). At the pronpt, type the
foll owi ng UNI X conmand:

fsck -y /dev/default

It may take several minutes to conplete the check. Upon conpletion of
fsck, if you see a nessage that says "FILE SYSTEM WAS MODI FIED" it is
recomended that you run fsck again using the same command. You want
fsck to make a conpl ete check wi thout naking any changes.

Step 3

Usual ly the easiest thing to renove, if this is the first tinme you' ve
had this problem is the /FILES file. This file lists all of the files
installed on the system it is not normally needed, and takes about
600K of di sk space. Use this command:

rm FI LES



Step 4

Sonetimes the desktop files can grow too | arge over tine, and by
rebui l ding them hard di sk space can be recovered. Type the foll ow ng
conmands to delete and then rebuild the desktop files:

cd "/ mac/ sys/ Syst em Fol der ™"
rm " Deskt op DB"

rm " Deskt op DF"

rm " %eskt op DB"

rm " % eskt op DF"

You will then see A/ UX startup. Rebuilding the desktop may take sone
ti me, depending on the anpbunt of |ocal disk space attached.

NOTE: |f the steps above do NOT provide you with enough free hard di sk space,
repeat steps 1 and 2 above and then continue with step 5 bel ow (skipping steps 3
and 4).

Step 5
Change to the "\ Docunentation" directory by typing the comand:

cd /\ Docunentation

Step 6
List the contents of the "\ Docunentation” directory in long format by
typing the command to see what the directory contains:

By default, there are usually 2 to 4 MB of DocVi ewer docunents that
can be renoved if desired. Things you should expect to see include
DocVi ewer gui de, Tuning Server Performance, Apple Share Pro guide, and
so on. Sone of the files will end in ".idx".

To renove the files you decide are no | onger necessary type the
conmmand:

rm-ir
This will do an interactive rmon everything in the "\ Docunentation"

directory, asking if you want to delete on each file. Just type a "y"
for each file that you want to delete

To launch A/ UX type the foll owi ng comand:

The above steps usually clears enough space for the server to
function. You need to continue |ooking for other files to clear hard
di sk space fromthe "/" partition. Often adm nistrators will put
shared folders on the "/" partition, within / Shared Dat a.

QO her places to look for files to delete:

/ Applications
/1 ost +f ound

/tmp

If you think this condition can happen again, you nay want to create a 500K file
located in the "/" directory, and nane it sonething |ike "FREE. TO. DELETE" in
case this happens again.

The "/ Docunentation" and "/ Applications" directories are the best places to
|l ook for files to delete, because they usually contain files you can renove to
free hard di sk space. The files renmoved fromthese directories should be
reinstallable fromeither the AAUX install disks, or fromoriginal application
di sks.
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
