"it is recormended that you lock the power switch on by turning it to the

hori zontal position. In the case of power failure, the server will start up
automatically. ... \Wen the power switch is | ocked on, you cannot turn the
conputer off by choosi ng Shut Down."

Qur W5 8150 does not start up autommtically when choosing the Shut Down comand
fromthe Special nmenu with the power switch is locked. Is there sonething we are
doing incorrectly, or is our Wrkgroup Server's power switch feature, as
described in the manual, not really functional ?
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Engi neering reports that the Power Maci ntosh 8100 and W5 8150 computers are
behavi ng correctly. The docunentation is not correct. If you choose the Shut
Down conmmand the conputer will shut down, no matter if the power switch is

| ocked on or not. W will informthe docunentation departnent about this error
but we do not know when changes will be made.
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
