Can | get AppleShare PC and PCLAN to co-exist?
DISCUSSION === - - mmmmm e e e e e oo - -

It is possible to configure AppleShare PC 2.0 to use different interrupts and
DMVA channel s.

The card being used nust first be configured via its hardware (DI P switches,
and so on) to also use those different settings. Once you have the settings for
the card, you have a couple of options available to configure AppleShare PC 2.0

properly.

The first is described on pages 20 t hrough 22 of the AppleShare PC 2.0 nanual
(Appl e Part #030-3002-A), and involves using the configuration nmenus supplied
for the hardware you are using.



The second nethod is to edit the NET.CFG file, which is created during

the configuration process nmentioned above. Appendix C of the AppleShare PC 2.0
manual describes the various entries in this file and the different possible
settings. It is inportant to renenber that the card bei ng used nust have

al ready been configured for the settings you choose in AppleShare PC, or the
software will not run

This should -- no guarantees, unfortunately -- let the two networking packages
coexi st peacefully. As a final note, Appendix C also contains information on
setting buffer sizes as well as the interrupts and DVA channel s.
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
