Wth Appl eShare PC, users of IBM PCs (and PC-conpatibl es) can share, with
Maci nt osh users on an Appl eTal k Personal Network, the information stored
on an AppleShare file server. AppleShare PC software gi ves an Ms-DOS user
the sane ability to access fol ders, docunents, applications, and storage
space that Macintosh users have. Yet using the Appl eShare server from an
MS-DOS PC is as easy as using a local disk drive -- Appl eShare vol unes
appear to IBM PC users as |ogical DOS drives, and are accessed usi ng nost
standard DOS commands. Mdst applications and docunents can be stored and
used on the server with no nodification.

The Appl eTal k PC Card used with AppleShare PC al so | ets users print, on the
LaserWiter, docunments they have created using M5-DOS applications. Wth
Appl e File Exchange and other optional file conversion products, Mcintosh
and PC users can share docunents created under different operating systens.
And optional bridges give PC users access to Appl eShare servers on ot her

i nterconnected Appl eTal k networks.

Users need to renmenber only one password. Once a user has |ogged on to a
server, the server automatically manages access to all directories.

Install ation

1. Install AppleShare PC software on a startup disk.

2. Add an AppleTalk PC card to an | BM PC or PC-conpati bl e conputer.

3. Attach the conputer to an existing AppleTal k network equi pped with an
Appl eShare server.

Features and Benefits



Ms- DOS access to Appl eShare al |l ows:

- M5-DOS and Macintosh file server users to access infornmation stored on an
Appl eShare file server.

- Provides a foundation for nulti-user progranms that allow Macintosh and
MS-DOS users to work with the sanme information at the sane tine.

- Lets Macintosh and M5-DOS users work with data files created by
applications that use a common file format (for exanple, Excel for the
Maci nt osh and Lotus1-2-3 for the |BM PC).

- Lets Appl eShare PC users share Ms-DOS applications stored on Appl eShare
file server volunes. (The software |icense nust allow for application
sharing.)

Support for file translation

- Allows Macintosh and M5-DOS users utilities to share docunents created
under different operating systens when used with optional file translation
products such as Apple File Exchange.

- Makes it easier to share data between different operating environnents.

Privacy (Access Privileges)

Appl eShare PC fully supports the Appl eShare server's powerful privacy system
File server users control information by selectively granting access to the
directories they own on the file server volumes. Access privileges allow the
owner of a directory to keep information private, share it with a work group
or make it available to everyone on the network.

Users can control the type of access others have to the contents of a
directory. There are three | evels of access:

- see docunents and applications stored in the directory
- see subdirectories beneath that directory

- see, read, and nake changes to docunents, subdirectories, and
applications |located in the directory.

Fl exi bl e access privil eges make nany ki nds of directories possible.

- Private directories. Docunents stored there remain private to the owners.
Only the directory's owner can see or change documents stored there.

- Shared directories. Docunments stored there can be seen and read by
everyone on the network; however, only the directory's owner can change
t he docunents stored there. This is useful for storing fornms which you
wi sh everyone on the network to copy and use but not be able to change.
Docurments stored there can be seen, read, and changed by others on the
net wor k.



- One-way drop boxes. Anyone on the network can copy docunments into the
drop box, much Iike a one-way mail slot; however, only the directory's
owner can see documents stored there or make changes to them This is
useful for collecting and storing sensitive docunments such as expense
reports and personnel eval uations.
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
