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LaserWriter Plus: How to Print with DOS W ordPer fect
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Sone peopl e have had problens printing fromWrdPerfect 5.0 to a
LaserWiter Plus. The software is running on a DOS conputer with a
Local Tal k PC Card installed. The LaserWiter Plus is also on the network.

Appl eShare PC or Trading Post from LaserTools is required to print to a
LaserWiter directly froma PC application, |ike WrdPerfect 5.0. The
application nust have its own drivers for either PostScript or Epson
printers. |f an Epson driver is not available, a text printer driver wll
wor k.

The software that comes with the Local Talk PC Card is a set of tools and
utilities. These are not nmeant to provide the print services, like
printing froman application, provided in Appl eShare PC

The configuration steps for printing with these products are

wel | -docunmented in their respective manual s and shoul d present no problens.
The actual printing is up to the word processor. The steps necessary to
print, once the Local Talk software is installed, are based solely on the
application that created the docunent. |f there are problens after the
LaserWiter has been correctly connected fromthe Appl eShare PC DA, and the
application has been set to use its PostScript driver, usually the problem
is due to the inplementation of the particular driver belonging to the
application.

Consider the follow ng exanple. |f AppleShare PC has been configured to
use the LPT1 port and is set for PostScript, the application only needs to
be configured to use its PostScript driver and to print to the LPT1 port.
Al'l printing commands, options, and steps are the application's at that
point. In fact, the Local Talk PC Card and Appl eShare PC are only passing
along the information to the LaserWiter. They are not interfering with
the print commands at all.

I f Appl eShare PC has been configured to use the LPT1 port and is set for
Epson enul ation, the application only needs to be configured to use its
Epson driver and, once again, to print to the LPT1 port. |In this case, the
PC will probably print slowy, because AppleShare PCis intercepting the
Epson printer commands generated by the application's Epson driver and
converting themto PostScript before passing it to the LaserWiter.



Make sure you know how to connect the LaserWiter to an LPT printer port

wi th Appl eShare PC and how to sel ect the appropriate PostScript driver for
a LaserWiter and an LPT port. The process is the same fromthe
application side whether directly connected or not. The only difference is
that the usual DOS configuration of a PC conmunications port is replaced
with the Appl eShare PC configuration. The AppleShare PC only needs to be
configured once, because Appl eShare PC can be set to connect to the printer
on each startup.

WordPerfect 5.0 has been successfully tested with an | BM PC and Appl eShare
PC. The only exception is with pre-REV 47 LaserWiter boards. This is
because the WordPerfect PostScript driver takes advantage of sone optinized
Post Script routines found in the LaserWiter Plus and | ater Post Scri pt
LaserWiters (REV 47 ROWE) and is not conpatible with the earlier ROVs.

The steps for printing fromWrdPerfect 5.0 are as foll ows:

1) Install the Local Talk PC Card and connect to the desired LaserWiter.
2) Install AppleShare PC

3) Execute the DA application or use the hot key.

4) Connect the LaserWiter.

5) Choose Post Script for the printing node.

6) Exit fromthe DA

This is where the WordPerfect application takes over

1) Execute WordPerfect.

2) When ready to print, press Shift F7.

3) Select S for select printer.

4) Type 3 for Edit printer connection

5) Type 2 for Additional Printers.

6) Move the highlighted cursor to the Apple LaserWiter Plus driver
7) Press Return.

The Fonts should be | oaded into the driver.

8) Press Return after selecting the Font options when they appear

9) Press Return again after selecting the printer nanme and PORT
connecti on.

10) Press Return after selecting the nanme of the printer connection from
above.

11) Type 1 for full docunent print.

There are several internediary steps dependi ng on what options are chosen
but these are the basics. The WrdPerfect setup has nothing to do with the
connection, except choosing THEIR LaserWiter Plus Driver and selecting the
same port as configured in the AppleShare PC DA. The sane steps are true
when sel ecting another type of printer driver.

The default port for WirdPerfect is LPT1. The default Port in AppleShare PC
is LPT3. It does not matter which one is changed as long as both are the
sane.
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
